Ousted Venezuelan President Maduro

arraigned in U.S. court; Trump threatens

other nations

What to know about Venezuela and the case
against Maduro

@ former Venezuelan President Nicol’s
Maduro and his wife, Cilia Flores, pleaded
not guilty to federal drug trafficking and
other charges Monday before a judge in a
federal courthouse in lower Manhattan.
Their next court date is set for March 17.

@ They are being held at the Metropolitan
Detention Center in Brooklyn after being
captured by U.S. forces amid an attack
President Trump described as “a large scale
strike against Venezuela and its leader,”
following months of military buildup.

@ ‘We're in charge” of Venezuela right
now, Mr. Trump said Sunday. Secretary

of State Marco Rubio signaled that the U.S.
wouldn’t directly govern Venezuela but would
“exert tremendous leverage” through an “oil
quarantine.” Defense Secretary Pete Hegseth
said “President Trump sets the terms.”

@ venezuela’s Vice President Delcy Rodriguez
was sworn in as acting president on Monday.

Mr. Trump has once again called for a
U.S. takeover of Greenland and has threatened
U.S. action against Colombia and Cuba.

Administration officials briefed lawmakers on
Venezuela on Monday: Top Senate Democrat
Chuck Schumer called the briefing “vague” and
“unsatisfying,” but House Speaker Mike Johnson
called Maduro’s capture “decisive and justified.”
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
