After immigrating to the United States in the 19765, he pursued a career in insurance, ultimately
becoming an underwriting manager with a prominent insurance company.

Bimalda was a dedicated husband, father, brother, and grandfather. He loved his family and
cherished the fond memories he had with all of them to the very end.

He was always a “people person” and therefore enjoyed the company of his friends and
cherished the times he spent with them. Bimalda was also a lifelong member of Prabasi. His
work and support for the Indian community and the organization, which began when he first
arrived in the United States, remained present.

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A Glimpse of Las Vegas - 1965

Southern corner of Nevada - in the
dreadful Mojave desert, there is a
small oasis nurtured by spring water
under the blazing sun.

In 1829, a young Mexican scout in
search of a new trade route from
Santa Fe to Los Angeles spotted this
grassland. Impressed and relieved,
the young man gave that green
patch of land a poetic name - “Las
Vegas,” which means “The
Meadows.”

Las Vegas began its journey in 1904
as a railway station, halfway
between Los Angeles and Salt Lake
City. The city was founded on May
15, 1905, with a population of
about 800. Eventually population
would grow and over the years they
would build a glamorous city the
likes of which the world has never
seen.

The transformation of this beauty
from her younger days to a more
mature elegant lady has been a
wonderful experience for me to
watch. A walk in the memory lane
would take me back to when she
was very young.

1965, Fargo, North Dakota. The
summer was coming to an end.
Having bought an old car (1960 red
Dodge Phoenix), the idea of a
vacation suddenly came to my
mind. | wondered, how about the
West Coast via Las Vegas, the “Sin”
city that was always in the news in
those days. Anukul Nandi, my
medical school classmate and a very
dear friend, living in New York City,
agreed to join me. He was as excited
as | was.

In early Fall, our journey began. |
drove up to Salt Lake City and
having faced a very serious accident
in the mountain on the way, our
plans changed. We flew to Las
Vegas. It was love at first sight, at
least for me. | wanted to know a

little bit more about her past.

In 1930s, three events shaped the
miraculous growth of Las Vegas. The
legalization of gambling in Nevada
in March,1931, the liberalization of
the State “Divorce Laws,” and the
construction of the Hoover Dam,
only 37 miles southwest from the
city, which began on July 7, 1930,
and eventually brought in more
than 20 thousand workers. After a
hard day’s work, they flocked to Las
Vegas for all the pleasures a man
wanted and the city was happy to
provide.

The Red Rooster, the first “Club” on
the Las Vegas strip, took advantage
of the new law. It soon added a
casino on April 1,1931, the very first
on the strip. However, it still
continued to sell alcohol, was
caught and its license was revoked.

Those were the days of ‘Prohibition’.

The first Hotel Casino on the ‘Strip’ (
Highway 91 - later became known
as the Las Vegas Strip) was the “El
Rancho.” It opened in 1941. This
was the first true resort with all the
amenities. The Frontier (1942) -
originally called the “Last Frontier”
was the second hotel casino on the
strip.

Then came the “Flamingo” which
opened on December 26,1946 ( still
unfinished) with great fanfare. It
was built by the mobster Benjamin
Bugsy Siegel. The gruesome story of
his death and other Las Vegas
related mobster stories, make a
fascinating reading of the mobster
era.

After the Flamingo, from the 4th
through 6th decades (up to 1965)
quite a few Hotel - Casinos were
built.

In the 50s - the Desert Inn, the
Sahara, the Sands, the Riviera, the
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Dunes, the Moulin Rouge, the
Hacienda, the Tropicana, and the
Stardust. In the 1960s, the Aladdin.
( Space constrain limits the details
and the description is mostly up to
1965).

We stayed in a hotel on the north
side of the strip, not far from the
famous “Golden Nugget.” As the
saying goes “Walking is the best
way to get to know a city,” we
walked along the two-mile-long
strip during our stay for two days, a
couple of times in a leisurely pace
taking in the ethos of Las Vegas,
and enjoyed visiting almost all the
hotel-casinos, not too many at that
time. There were still quite a few
open spaces between the hotels.
One can look at the wide open
desert and almost taste it breathing
the hot blowing air.

We did visit a white “Wedding
Chapel” just for fun. It was
beautifully decorated for the
exchange of vows. The liberal laws
for marriage ( no need for blood
tests, no waiting) made it very easy
for the couples.

At night the strip transformed into
a dreamland - under the dark sky
the glittering, flashing signs in front
of the hotels on the strip, the
buildings bathing in the dazzling
flood of lights, and the rows of
street lights silently greeting us
when we walked by. A striking,
unforgettable experience.

Once in a while when visiting the
casinos we tried our luck playing
the slot machines. It was fun to pull
the handle down and then release
it. Occasionally there was that
delightful jingling sound of the
coins dropping through the slot.
But most of the time the machines
remained silent. And there was
nothing to show at the end.
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It was fun though, to stay in the
casino moving around the Slot
machines, the Black Jack and Poker
tables, the Craps, the Roulettes. As
long as you continued to play, there
was almost unlimited flow of drinks.
The girls were always, day and night,
going around with drinks on the tray.
Seldom, if any, there was a need for
us to buy any drinks.

And food was also cheap, unless you
chose a high end restaurant inside or
outside the hotel - casino. We
enjoyed hearty breakfast, lunch and
dinner at a fraction of usual costs.

In those days the racial segregation
was not illegal. The “ Civil Rights Act”
was passed by the Congress on July
2, 1964. The act outlawed
segregation in business. Up until
then even the big name Black
performers were not allowed to stay
in the same hotel, with rare
exception. Those were the days that
left a dark stain on the American
psyche.

For entertainment, | still remember
the glitzy and sexy “ Folies Bergere,” a
cabaret show in Tropicana, and how
impressed | was looking at the scantily
clad feathered showgirls on the stage.
It was a feast for the eyes. | had never
seen such opulence and such
beautiful costumes. The huge head
dresses (attached to the wigs)
covered with glittering rhinestones
and other ornamentations. What a
lavish spectacle. The men wore more
traditional but beautiful Tuxedos and
Swallowtails.

The other famous dance performed in
the “Folies Bergere” by the showgirls
was the lively and risqué “Cancan.” It
was amazing, to see how high was
their “High Kicks.” And with periodic
changes the show lasted for fifty
years. A quintessential Parisian show.
It was the most thrilling experience |
had in Las Vegas in 1965. A young
man who had never seen nor could
have dreamt of seeing such
extravagant show in Kolkata.
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A Glimpse of Las Vegas - 1965

Time to leave this fabulous city. On
the third day we flew to Los
Angeles. In the plane while flying
over the desert, | wondered about
Las Vegas's rise to fame from such a
humble beginning. This is a city that
represents the quintessential
American entrepreneurship and
inherent American optimism.
Instead of calling it the “City of Sin,”
| would like to call it a “City of
Dream” that takes one to the
heights of imagination. | said to
myself - “ | will see you soon,
“Hasta Luego” Las Vegas.”
