Books or book chapters will
not be considered.

@ In case of poetry, submission may consist of up to four poems, each of reasonable length (2 pages or
shorter).

@ A combination of prose and poetry may be submitted as well. However, please submit no more than
one short story, essay or play and two poems.

Please note that unpublished works of literature will not be accepted. Full publication references must be given for

the articles submitted with each nomination. Articles published in magazines or websites outside of North America

will not be considered.

Nominated authors must be 18 years or older and residents of North America. All nominations and correspondence

should be submitted electronically.

Each nomination should include a short biography of the author. Judging, however, will be based primarily on the

supporting publications. Judges' decisions will be final.

Members of the Awards & Recognition Subcommittee and the judges cannot submit nominations for themselves nor

can they be nominated by third parties.

Deadline for nominations (with supporting documents) for the 2022 awards is September 15, 2022. Awards will be

announced and presented in the Fall of 2022.

“Usually,
the individuals are selected first, but here a key research advance is selected, and then a committee decides who
the standout contributors are.”

INDIA’S PROUD HERITAGE

Mesopotamia, India and China and lasted

However, there is a big difference between those in India versus those in China, Egypt and
Mesopotamia, as in all of these three civilizations, cities were built around a palace.
Whereas the cities in the Indian sites have no sign of any King’s palaces. There are houses
of various sizes, but none to indicate a house of a king or chief. Also the ancient
civilizations in India were spread across a very large geography with more than 200 large
and small cities spread across the Indus and Saraswati river basins. Historians estimate
that close to five million people lived in such urban dwellings in this large area covering
much of western and northern India. This is more than those living in Egypt and
Mesopotamia combined at that time.

“In the Indian subcontinent, Harappa, Mohenjo-daro (both now in Pakistan) and the recently
partially excavated Rakhigarhi (in Haryana, India) were large cities. Their urban plans
included the world's first known urban sanitation systems. Within the city, individual homes
or groups of homes obtained water from wells. From a room that appears to have been set
aside for bathing, wastewater was directed to covered drains, which lined the major streets.
Houses opened only to inner courtyards and smaller lanes. The house-building in some
villages in the region still resembles in some respects the house-building of these ancient
sites.

The systems of sewerage and drainage that were developed and used in cities throughout
the Indus and Saraswati regions were far more advanced than any found in contemporary
urban sites in the Middle East and even more efficient than those in many areas of
Pakistan and India even today. The advanced architecture of the Harappans is shown by
their impressive dockyards, granaries, warehouses, brick platforms, and protective walls.
The massive walls of Indus and Saraswati cities most likely protected the cities from
seasonal floods and may have dissuaded military conflicts.” (preceding two paragraphs and
the two pictures are taken from Wikipedia).
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There is no evidence of any warfare in any of these sites, and in fact not a single sword has

been found in any of the ruins. There are spears and arrows as they were needed for

hunting animals.

But these cities were abandoned mysteriously around 2000 BCE. Historians can only make
assumptions about the cause for these abandonments, as no written history is available
There are signs that some of the cities were burnt to ashes, not by warfare, but seemed
almost by design, and these were done perhaps due to some pandemics. Others in low lying
areas were inundated by flood and rise of ocean levels and disappeared. But the main
reasons were perhaps climate change. The mighty Saraswati river, which was a vast river
with tributaries in Punjab, Haryana and Rajasthan, dried up over a thousand years around
4000 BCE. The Indus river changed courses over these thousand years. Wanton felling of
trees for fuel denuded vast areas and made the land arid. Monsoon, whose seasonal floods
provided new sediments and nutrition to the rice fields, slowly moved east towards the
Gangetic plains. Some other experts think there were two hundred years of drought. Thus
the cities could not sustain themselves without water and surplus grains and were slowly
abandoned and the residents migrated to north, east and south India into smaller towns and

villages.

Unfortunately, experts have not been able to decipher the scripts found in seals and
potteries from excavations. But the sophistications of town building with sanitation are
proof that they must have developed a language for communications between themselves
and for trade between these cities and with far away locations in Mesopotamia and other
locations.

While these developments were taking place in the four civilizations mentioned above,

humans in the middle and western Asia remained mostly as pastoral and nomadic people.
They didn’t build permanent dwellings and migrated slowly over thousands of years to the
east towards India and to the west towards Europe, always looking for greener and better
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pastures. The area known as the Fertile Crescent that included present day Iraq, Syria,
Iran, and Israel/Palestine slowly became arid deserts because of wanton felling of trees for
fuel and climate change. Their eastern migration took them over the Hindukush mountains
and through the valleys into the fertile and temperate lands of modern day Punjab and
Sindh. It is estimated that batches of these nomadic people, so called Aryans, started
moving into the Indian subcontinent between 2500 and 1700 BCE and were assimilated
within the larger Indian population.

Around the same time frame, the people of the Indus and Saraswati river basins
abandoned their cities and moved north, east and south within India. The two groups
(people of Indus and Saraswati region and the Aryans) gradually started living together
peacefully, and their spoken language developed into a combined form of what experts call
the early form of Sanskrit. Early form of Sanskrit is called proto-Indo-European language,
and in my opinion this language was influenced more by the Saraswati river valley people
than by the nomadic Aryans. No doubt then that this language is called Indo-European and
not Euro-Indian.

Written scripts for this early language were not developed until much later, and it was
mostly a spoken language which matured over thousands of years. These people used to
worship mostly nature-Gods like the Sun (Mitra),

Water or Ocean (Varuna) and Fire (Agni). Priests, who used to perform elaborate
ceremonies to praise Gods and seek their blessings, started composing rituals in the form
of hymns/poems, and the collection of these poems composed over thousands of years
became known as the Vedas (Knowledge). Thus the Vedas became the basis for the
philosophy of these people and they called their religion Sanatan (something that always
exists, and what is not born nor will die). It was much later that invading Persians, who had
difficulty in pronouncing Sindhu (as residents of Sindh river), called them Hindu.

You will find many western historians try to postulate that the Vedas were written by the
Aryans before they came to India in the arid mountains of Afghanistan or Turkmenistan.
But you don’t have to be an expert historian to come to the conclusion that the Vedas could
only have been composed by people who had been living in built-up areas with proper
education facilities for thousands of years rather than by nomadic people without any
permanent dwellings. Some of these experts also try to prove that the Saraswati river
existed in Afghanistan. These experts also postulate that these nomadic Aryans invaded
and defeated the people of the Indus/Sarasvati river valley basin and drove them away.

My above conclusion about the Vedas being written by the people of ancient Indian
civilizations in the Indus and Saraswati river basin has a parallel for Persia. There, a similar
conclusion can be drawn for the Zorastrian religion and their sacred book of Avesta which
developed in the Mesopotemian civilization around the same time and spread across
Persia. These were also not written by nomadic Aryans but by the people of Mesopotamia.
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In my opinion, even though the cities in the Saraswati river basin (and the Indus river
basin) were abandoned for various reasons as | mentioned above, their sophistication of
thought process and their language did not disappear, and the Vedas are a living
testimony to my above conclusion.

*Ganges - 2,500 kilometres (1,600 mi) Starting from Gangotri Glacier, Uttarakhand, India

*Chambal - 1,024 kilometres (636 mi) Flows through Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and merges into Yamuna in
Uttar Pradesh

*Betwa - 676 kilometres (420 mi) Not Himalayan river, covers Madhya Pradesh and Uttar Pradesh before
merging Yamuna

*Yamuna - 1,376 kilometres (855 mi) Yamuna runs its most of the course parallel to Ganga before contributing
its water to Ganga at Prayagraj.

personal pain of her own family’s turmoill,
has died. She was 96.

Under a long-standing plan known as
“Operation London Bridge,” her death
ushers in 10 days of national mourning. Her
son, Charles, became king upon her death.

With husband Prince Philip by her side, Elizabeth became queen of the United Kingdom, Canada,
Australia and New Zealand upon the death of her father, George VI, on Feb. 6, 1952. Her coronation
was June 2, 1953.

On Feb. 6, 2022, Elizabeth became the first British monarch to reign 70 years. In honor of the occasion,
the United Kingdom and the Commonwealth held a Platinum Jubilee in June 2022.

The 96-year-old monarch made an appearance with her family on the balcony of Buckingham Palace
during the first day of the four-day-long Platinum Jubilee, waving to tens of thousands of people
gathered below and watching an aviation display in her honor. But she was unable to attend events
later on during the celebrations due to discomfort. Although she was a queen for England and few
other countries, but she was the queen of the world for her love and affection for humanity. Maybe a
coincidence that a rainbow appeared over Buckingham Palace following her death.

Her son Prince Charles has become king after her death.
